Also don’t forget the strobe light – it needs to be used in poor weather conditions, when the vehicle is in distress or to enhance the visibility of the vehicle when barriers inhibit such visibility.

What is a Hazard…..
By Nancy Romshek and Nebraska Manual for CDL’s, State of Nebraska Department of Roads (2-41)
   A hazard is any road condition or other road user that is a possible danger.  You will have more time to act if you see hazards before they become emergencies.  Harvest time is a great example of possible road hazards; farm machinery, tractors, slow moving trucks hauling grain. Some of these vehicles have the “slow moving vehicle” symbol to warn you.  This red triangle with an orange center is what to watch for.  Watching for clues and being prepared reduces the danger. 
Safety:  Following to Close
By Nebraska Manual for CDL’s, State of Nebraska Department of Road ( 2-27)
      How much space? One good rule says you need at least one second for each 10 feet of vehicle length at speeds BELOW 40 mph.  If your bus is 40 feet long then your following time should be 4 seconds under 40 mph or 5 seconds over 40 mph.  Please test how close you are driving to the vehicle in front of you. To test you count one one-thousand, two one-thousand up to 4 or 5 seconds depending on speed.  Are you following to close?????
